Staying safe on site —
a guide for students

We have made some changes to life at Kingsmead in
order to keep us safe from Covid-19. This is a
summary of the changes.



Bubbles:

There are 3 groups at Kingsmead that need to stay separate from each
other, called bubbles.

Keeping apart within your bubble:

You need to stay apartfrom students within your bubble as much as you
can. Aim to keep 1 metre or more away from each other. Remember not to
touch, and don’t talk loudly/shout facing directly at each other.
